It is my pleasure to submit my report as your Grand Lecturer this year. Upon accepting the job of 

Grand Lecturer, I immediately asked permission from your Grand High Priest to use his Appointed 

Line Officers in lieu of Deputy Grand Lecturers. I knew 11 Chapter Visitations would be beyond my 

means in this capacity, and the Appointed Officers have been asking for additional duties for a few 

years now. Upon the agreement with the Grand High Priest, I solicited the help of the Grand 

Principle Sojourner, the Grand Royal Arch Captain, and the three Grand Masters of the Veils to fill 

in as such. All these fine Officers agreed to assist and the Visitations were divided up assigning each 

of them with two apiece, and the GHP’s Home Visitation to the Grand Lecturer.

Most Worshipful Master, Distinguished guests, I bring you the highest regards and best wishes 

from the Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Masons of the State of New Hampshire, myself and all 

the Companions of our Constituent Chapters. 

 

I would like to express my thanks and gratitude to the Grand Chapter and its’ constituent 

Chapters for permitting me to preside over and represent them for a second year. It is truly an 

honor that few Masons will ever receive and I have done my best to deserve the trust you have 

placed in me. The personal pride that comes with that election is beyond measure.  

 

I would also like to thank those companions who have given me good council in attempting to 

resolving difficult problems. 

 

It has been my privilege to again work with the York Rite Council in making preparations for 

this years Annual Convocation. 

I have participated in more than 40 Royal Arch functions, which include representing the Grand 

Chapter at functions of other New Hampshire Masonic bodies, along with several visitations in 

other states. A full list of my travel activities is included separately. Please note that this list does 

not include my participation in other Masonic bodies. 

 

I have attended all of the scheduled New Hampshire Grand Chapter visitations and have served 

as the visiting officer a two of them. 

The Grand Lecturer and I have initiated a program using appointed Grand Officers as Deputy 

Grand Lecturers at Chapter Visitations. This was intended to give the appointed officers more 

experience in participating in visitations.
