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Report of the Committee on Jurisprudence

To ME Companion John S. Geas, Most Excellent Grand High Priest and the Officers and members of the
Grand Royal Arch Chapter of New Hampshire:

It is the duty of the Committee on Jurisprudence to evaluate the actions and activities of the Most
Excellent Grand High Priest in relation to the requirements of the Grand Constitution and the general
expectatns of the Companions of this Grand Jurisdiction. The contents of this report are normally based
on a review of requests for guidance during the Grand High Priest's term of office and the contents of the
Grand High Priest's Report given at the end ofdris1. This latter document is the primary historical

record of the Grand High Priest's activities for the Capitular year, and is maintained as an integral part of
the jurisdiction's Proceedings.

Based on documentation presented, this Committee condhrtheiactions taken by the Grand High

Priest during the merger of Meridian Sun Chapter #9 of Nashua and Bell Chapter #25 of Derry. We also
concur with the actions taken by the Grand High Priest during the combining of St. Alban Chapter #15 of
Exeter andVashington Chapter #3 of Portsmouth, with one comment. It is the understanding of this
Committee that this action was a consolidation instead of a merger. This is a minor point unless the
Bodies should decide to separate at some future period. Fth&l;ommittee concurs with the

approval of bylaws changes to Articles 1 and 2 for Washington Chapter #3 to meet once per quarter, and
to hold their Annual Convocation in March.

The Grand High Priest presented this Committee with a request for a révdbanges to the Grand
Regulations he wished to propose. Specifically, these changes would require the election and installation
of Grand Officers at the annual business meeting instead of at the Annual Meeting. After review, these
changes were found ntat be in proper form and format for presentation, and were also found to not
address all articles of the Grand Regulations that would have been impacted. The changes as written
would not have been acceptable. Additionally, the Committee would not inaperted adoption of

these changes, since to do so would have been contrary to the intent and purpose of the Annual Meeting.

This Committee found it very difficult to perform its required function. It received no consolidated report
from the Grand High fest with which to work. Instead, the Committee has been required to work with
brief email memoranda addressing specific actions taken by the Grand High Priest during the year. In
addition to the difficulty this situation caused this Committee, thedhakcohesive report leaves a gap in

the written history of this Grand Chapter. Regretfully, this Committee must express its disappointment
and displeasure with the current situation. This is especially regretful because the Committee is aware
that theGrand High Priest has been very active throughout his term, and this condition has deprived both
himself and this Grand Chapter of the ability to share whatever successes and enjoyment he may have
experienced. We admonish future Grand High Priests todatitethis part of their duty with alacrity and
completeness.
