It has been our privilege to serve as your Budget and Finance Committee for the preceding Templar year.  

We have reviewed the records of the Grand Treasurer, and taken a look at the condition of our investment 

portfolio.  We find the Grand Treasurerôs record well kept and properly cast. We will defer to the Grand 

Treasurer for the details thereof.   

Needless to say, the investments of the Grand Commandery were not immune to the financial crisis that 

devastated the portfolios of many investors.  Our portfolio has recovered well.  For the future, we believe that a 

well diversified portfolio will continue to serve the long term objectives of this Grand Commandery. 

That said, last yearôs budget called for transfers of funds from both the Triennial and Conclave reserves in order 

to balance the budget.  We are happy to report that due to the care taken by the Grand Officers in controlling 

expenses, and the outstanding work of the York Rite Council in brining the Annual Conclave in under budget, 

the budget deficit was funded in its entirety by a surplus from the preceding year.  The funds that were to have 

been transferred were able to remain invested, which resulted in additional gains. 

Attached are the Budgeted Income and Expenses compared to the actual expenses to date for the current year 

along with a proposed Budget for Fiscal Year 2011.  Based on the frugal management of our Conclave expenses, 

and the size of our Conclave Reserves, we recommend a reduction in the Grand Commandery Assessment, to 

$2.00 per capita for the Conclave from the current $3.00 per capita

Sir Knights, we must develop an answer, so that 

our brethren will know that there is not just one but two paths available to the Master Mason seeking further 

light.  We must not compete with our Scottish Rite brethren, we must make sure that Master Masons are equally 

informed about the opportunities for further light within our Rite  We in the York Rite do have a Unique Selling 

Proposition, which others do not:  We have the ñRest of the Story!ò 

Some of the specific activities on which we have worked this year include: 

¶ A presentation of the York Rite opportunity in at least one Lodge in the 2
nd

 District.  If other 

presentations were made, they have not been reported to this committee. 

¶ Re-drafted the Grand Encampment Membership Tri-fold, so that it is more presentable and branded 

the same for New Hampshire. 

¶ A brief presentation on the York Rite opportunity at two blue lodge visitations within the 2
nd

 district, 

along with the Commander in Chief of New Hampshire Consistory. 

 

Recommendations:

Report of the Committee on Jurisprudence 

To SK Robert DeYoung Steel, Right Eminent Grand Commander and the Officers and Sir Knights of the 
Grand Commandery, Knights Templar of New Hampshire: 

It is the duty of the Committee on Jurisprudence to evaluate the actions and activities of the Right 
Eminent Grand Commander in relation to the requirements of the Grand Constitution and the general 
expectations of the Sir Knights of this Grand Jurisdiction.  The contents of this report are normally based 
on a review of requests for guidance during the Grand Commander's term of office and the contents of 
the Grand Commander's Report given at the end of his term. 

This Committee is pleased to say that, generally, the Right Eminent Grand Commander provided timely 
documentation of his administrative actions for review.  However, Article 1, Section 10.a.15 requires the 
Grand Commander to present a "full accounting of his activities…to the Chairman of….Jurisprudence" 30 
days prior to completion of his term of office.  The Grand Commander's Allocution containing his 
activities was received five days prior to the start of this Grand Session, providing the Committee with 
very little time for review.  Consider yourself duly and thoroughly chided, Right Eminent Sir! 

Without considering the propriety or impropriety of the Grand Commander issuing General Orders as 
such, this Committee has no position concerning the three General Orders issued on May 28, 2009.  The 
Grand Regulations of New Hampshire do not address General Orders, but generally they are considered 
to be within the purview of the Grand Master of the Grand Encampment. 

On February 19, 2010, approval was given for changes to the by-laws of Palestine Commandery #11, 
Rochester.  There is no indication that the Grand Commander submitted these changes to the By-Laws 
Committee as required prior to approval. This Committee suggests that the approved change to Article 
1, Section 2 be reviewed to consider the lack of a meeting time in the approved revision. 

This Committee would like to commend our Grand Commander for the diligence and devotion he has 
demonstrated during his term of office.  He has traveled extensively and represented this Grand 
Commandery in an exemplary manner.  His activity level has been such that New Hampshire Knight 
Templary has been a presence at functions of every Masonic body in the state and many throughout the 
region.  From past experience, the members of this Committee recognize the level of activity 
demonstrated has to be a labor of love.  It is surely not for the pay. 

Finally, on behalf of the entire Grand Commandery of New Hampshire and themselves individually, your 
Committee wishes to extend its most sincere sympathies for the sudden and devastating loss of our First 
Lady and your best friend, Catherine.  Cathy was a shining light that brightened everyone's spirit when 
she was around.  In these bleak times, the Lord himself needed some cheering up and, in His wisdom, 
recognized the brightest and purest soul on earth and called her home.  She has been and will continue 
to be sorely missed by all who knew her
