Motion was made and seconded that nominations be closed and that REPGC
Cole cast one ballot for the Sir Knights named. Motion was passed with decent.

Motion from the floor was made for Sir Knight Harold Chase for the office of
EG Jr. Warden, the vote was taken and Sir Knight Chase was elected.

Motion was made from the floor that Sir Knight Argel REPGC and Grand
Prelate be voted a Grand Prelate Emeritus as he was not going to take the office
again this year. The Motion was passed with a standing ovation. Sir Knight Argel
was very touched and thanked all and promised that he was not going to stay away
that it was just very hard to travel as he had done in years past.

The Grand Commandery called on the Grand Historian for his history of the
Commandery that he had prepared for us.



To the Grand Commandery Knights Templar of New Hampshire chartered 1826 a
brief history of its beginnings

Offered at the Annual Conclave of the Grand Commandery on December 3, 2005

Sir Henry Fowler, Deputy General Grand Master of the General Grand Encampment of
the United States of America, established the Grand Encampment of New Hampshire
on May 27, 1826. At that time there were Encampments in Hanover (Trinity),
Portsmouth (DeWitt Clinton), and Hopkinton (Mount Horeb).

The Grand Encampment of New Hampshire met on June 13, 1826 to choose Officers
and to adopt a constitution. The first Grand Master was Most Eminent and Honorable
Sir John Harris, of Hopkinton. Also, a committee of three was appointed to draft a
Constitution and By-Laws for the government of this Grand Encampment for the
ensuing year."

They met again on June 14, 1826 (at 5:00 AM), received the draft Constitution and By-
Laws presented by the Committee, accepted the report of the Committee, and adopted
the Constitution. They then formed a committee of three to draft general and
particular regulations for the government of this Grand Encampment, and the
Subordinate Encampments under its jurisdiction, and report the same at the next
annual meeting of this Grand Encampment for acceptance and adoption".

They met on June 15, 1827; presented and adopted general regulations; named
committees (one of them was the committee to Sort and Count the Votes"); officers
were elected; there was $7.73 in the treasury; Trinity Encampment was authorized to
move from Hanover to Lebanon; Trinity reported 18 members, DeWitt Clinton 28
members, Mount Horeb made no report.

They met again on June 13, 1828. That year Mount Horeb reported 20 members.
Nothing but routine business was transacted.

Annuals were held on: June 12, 1829; June 10, 1830; June 9, 1831; June 12, 1832; June
11, 1833; June 11, 1834; June 8, 1836; and June 14, 1837, their last meeting. At all of
these annuals almost nothing was done, aside from the usual. This ended our first
Templar Grand Body in New Hampshire.

The demise of the Grand Encampment of New Hampshire came at a time when the
Anti-Masonic period of the 1800's was upon us. Also becoming dormant during this
period were two of the three Encampments established in New Hampshire, those being
Trinity and Mount Horeb. The only Templar activity to continue operations without
faltering was DeWitt Clinton Encampment in Portsmouth, at that time operating
directly under the General Grand Encampment of Knights Templar of the United States
of America.

We find the following remarks offered by Sir Horace Chase, Grand Recorder, dated
December 26, 1860, relative to the conditions facing Masonry during the anti-Masonic
Period of the mid-1800's, which remarks may be of interest:



"About this time, when a strong anti-Masonic excitement was raging with
unchecked violence, sweeping over the country like an undulating deluge, or
an irresistless tornado, threatening to lay waste and destroy every vestige of
Free-Masonry throughout our land, the hearts of many ardent friends and
zealous advocates of the Order became discouraged and their efforts paralyzed.
"Symbolic, Capitular and Templar Masonry were made targets at which were
hurled the envenomed darts of bitter persecution, vindictive malice, ignorance,
hatred, and all uncharitableness.

"Many subordinate Lodges, Chapters and Encampments ceased to keep
up their organization: some for want of patronage, others from fear of an
infuriated populace, and more from a sense of prudence and sound discretion.

"As the flood of Masonic persecution abated, and the turbulent waters
of passion and strife subsided, affording a resting-place for the Dove of Peace;
and, as the winds of popular frenzy became lulled and the public mind more
tranquil, and intelligence, reason, candor, and a spirit of liberality assumed the
sway over ignorance, bigotry, superstition and intolerance, Free-Masonry, like
'truth crushed to earth," began to rise, revive, increase and flourish with new
life and increased vigor.

"Dormant Lodges were resuscitated, new Lodges multiplied, and members
everywhere increased to a degree unparalleled in the history of the Institution.

"Royal Arch and Templar Masonry, as well as Symbolic, received a new
impulse. Most of the Subordinate Chapters and two of the Encampments in the
State, which had long lain dormant (to wit: Trinity and Mount Horeb), became
re-organized: two new Commanderies were instituted, to wit: St. Paul, at
Dover, and North Star, at Lancaster: all giving promise of permanency, future
prosperity and usefulness.

"By arevision of the General Grand Constitution of the General Grand
Encampment of the United States, in 1856, the name was changed to that of
'‘Grand Encampment of the United States of America'. State Grand Bodies of
Templar Masonry were styled 'State Grand Commanderies', and subordinates to
them were termed 'Commanderies’.” Horace Chase

The Grand Commandery of New Hampshire would rise again after a 23-year period of
darkness. Our own Moses Paul, of Dover, took the first recorded action toward re-
establishment. He attended the triennial held at Chicago, opening on September 13,
1859. The prospect for a new Grand Commandery in New Hampshire was such that he
offered the following resolution, which was adopted:

"Resolved, that this Grand Encampment approve the formation of Grand Commanderies
to be hereafter instituted and consecrated in the States of Georgia, New Hampshire,
Tennessee, Alabama, Missouri, Wisconsin and New Jersey, and authority is hereby
given for the establishment of such Commanderies under the jurisdiction of this Grand
Encampment, by the Chartered Commanderies in said States."

Upon the motion of Albert Pike, a nationally prominent Mason of that period, the
following amendment was offered and adopted:

"And that Charters be issued to each State Grand Commandery, when formed, upon the
Grand Recorder being officially advised of the regular formation and establishment of
each respectively."”



On July 19, 1859, the Grand Master issued his dispensation permitting the five
Commanderies then active in New Hampshire (Trinity, DeWitt Clinton, Mount Horeb,
North Star, and Saint Paul) to organize a Grand Commandery.

In the Appendix of the printed Proceedings of the Grand Encampment (1862) we find
the following: "New Hampshire: active from 1826 to 1841; dormant until re-
organized Aug 22, 1859; Horace Chase, Grand Recorder, Hopkinton."

The printed Proceedings for New Hampshire offer no reference to the statement "re-
organized Aug 22, 1859". Rather, we find in the Proceedings of our Grand
Commandery the following: "An invitation having been given to the several
Commanderies in the State to appoint delegates to attend a Convention, to be
Holden at Concord, on Tuesday, the twelfth day of June, A.D. 1860, A.l. 742, to
take into consideration the expediency of forming a State Grand Commandery,
the said several Commanderies responded to said invitation, by appointing
delegates accordingly, who attended on the day aforesaid. ”

Sir Knight Theodore T. Abbot, Eminent Commander of Trinity
Commandery, was chosen as Chairman. Horace Chase, Delegate
from Mount Horeb Commandery, was chosen as Secretary. Sir
Charles W. Harvey of Mount Horeb Commandery offered the
following resolution, which was adopted:

"Resolved, That a State Grand Conclave be formed in

New Hampshire, subordinate to and on principles consistent
with the Grand Constitution of the Grand Encampment of the
United States of America.”
A temporary Constitution was adopted, and grand officers were elected. Sir Knight
Daniel Balch of Trinity Commandery was elected to the office of Right Eminent Grand
Commander. Sir Knight Horace Chase offered the following resolution, which was
adopted:

"Resolved, That a committee of three be raised, to ascertain whether the
charter or warrant, book of records and constitution of the old Grand Encampment
of this State can be found and obtained; notify the Grand Master of the Grand
Encampment of the United States of the formation of this State Grand Commandery,
and make all necessary arrangements for the installation of the Grand Officers."
Three Sir Knights were appointed as the committee for the above purposes.

A petition, dated July 1 0, 1860, was sent to the Honorable Benjamin Brown
French, Grand Master of Knights Templar of the United States of America explaining
that delegates from the several Commanderies in New Hampshire had met, elected
officers, appointed a committee to obtain, if practicable, the Warrant and Records of
the old Grand Encampment of New Hampshire, notify the Grand Encampment of the
United States of America of the formation of this Grand Commandery, and make all
necessary arrangements for the installation of the Grand Officers elect. The Most
Eminent Grand Master had earlier been informed of the preliminary proceedings
toward organizing our State Grand Commandery, and that it appeared to be the general
wish to reorganize under the old Warrant of Dispensation if the same could be found.
He had expressed doubts whether that could be done consistently with the changes that
had since been made in the Constitution of the Grand Encampment of the United



States, and recommended an entirely new organization, under a new Warrant of
Dispensation. He had expressed his willingness to grand such a Warrant upon proper
application for it. The petition, therefore, contained the following language of particular
impact on the matter of whether this Grand Commandery would be reorganized under
the old Warrant of Dispensation granted in 1826, or under an entirely new Warrant of
Dispensation:

"The undersigned would further represent, that it is the prevailing sentiment of the
delegates of the Convention, with the assent and approbation of the M.E. Grand Master,
to re-organize under the Warrant of the old Grand Encampment of this State; but as the
M.E. Grand Master has expressed doubts whether this would be consistent and proper,
they would not be tenacious upon this point, but would cheerfully submit to his opinion
and better judgment in the premises, and most respectfully ask the M.E. Grand Master
to approve of the preliminary proceedings thus far toward forming a State Grand
Commandery, grant his warrant for the same, and, if consistent with his arrangements,
to appoint a time, and attend in person at Concord, and install the grand officers elect;
and, if not consistent to attend himself, that he would depute some worthy Sir Knight in
the vicinity to perform the service of installation, and commission him accordingly, and
in duty bound will ever pray. "

The Grand Master granted his Dispensation on July 19, 1860. He also expressed his
desire to be present and participate on the organization of our Grand Commandery. This
was done in Concord on Wednesday, August 22, 1860, beginning at 2:00 PM. That
evening Grand Master French installed the officers, assisted by Sir Knight Dr. Winslow
Lewis, Very Eminent Grand Generalissimo of the Grand Encampment, and General
William Sutton, of Danvers, MA. In his remarks following the Installation, Grand
Master French "expressed his strong attachment to this! his native State! and his
anticipated pleasure! which was then fully realized! on being present as the
head of Templar Masonry in the United States of America; and perfecting the
organization of a State Grand Commandery in the State of his nativity! under
so many favorable auspices as seemed to animate and encourage the hearts and
strengthen the hands of the officers and members of this Grand Commandery!
and promise so much success to their endeavors.

The printed Proceedings do not contain any report by the committee charged to seek out
the original 1826 Warrant and the early Records of our Grand Commandery. The
results of their efforts are unknown.

The Grand Commandery met again on December 26, 1860, and adopted a Constitution.
Since then it has continued its operations without interruption to the present day.
The two dates, 1826 and 1860, on the ceremonial banner of this Grand Commandery are
indicative of the two startups of its operations.

Dates from the year in which the Temple of Solomon was completed, ANNO DEPOSITIONIS (A. DEP.), “In the year of Deposit”. Add 1000 years to
the common era. Thus 2004 plus 1000 would be 3004 A.Dep.

ORDER OF HIGH PREISTHOOD
Dates from the year of the blessing of Abraham by the High Priest Melchisedek, ANNO BENEFACTO (A.B.), “The year of the Blessing.” Add 1913
years to the common era. Thus 2004 plus 1913 would be 3917 A.B.

KNIGHTS TEMPLAR
Commence their era with the organization of the Order, ANNOS ORDINIS, (A.O.), “In the year of the Order.” Subtract 1118 from the common era.
