ROYAL AND SELECT MASTERS 
Dates from the year in which the Temple of Solomon was completed, ANNO DEPOSITIONIS (A. DEP.), “In the year of Deposit”. Add 1000 years to 

the Common Era. Thus 2004 plus 1000 would be 3004 A.Dep. 

 

 

ORDER OF HIGH PREISTHOOD 
Dates from the year of the blessing of Abraham by the High Priest Melchisedek, ANNO BENEFACTO (A.B.), “The year of the Blessing.” Add 1913 

years to the Common Era. Thus 2004 plus 1913 would be 3917 A.B. 

 

 

KNIGHTS TEMPLAR 
Commence their era with the organization of the Order, ANNOS ORDINIS, (A.O.), “In the year of the Order.” Subtract 1118 from the Common Era. 

Thus 2004 minus 1118 would be 886 A.O.
