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REPORT OF THE DEMOLAY COMMITTEE

To Sir Knight Dennis A. Sheridan, Right Eminent Grand Commander, and the Grand Commandery of New
Hampshire:

It is with mixed emotions that | present this report on the current state of DeMolay in New Hampshire.
Unfortunately, there is little pleasure in the mixture.

New Hampshire DeMolay for many years was a forerunner in membership growth in the country. In the
not too distant past, New Hampshire achieved positive growth for six or seven consecutive years, and
was consistently recognized by the International Supreme Council with the presentation of membership
awards. New Hampshire was reinstating or adding new Chapters to the roles on an annual basis. That
record was not duplicated by any other jurisdiction at the time. Unfortunately, over time that trend has
significantly reversed and Active DeMolay in New Hampshire is now in serious jeopardy.

Over the past year, Executive Officer Fred Welch, Past Grand Master of DeMolay, has been required to
surrender the Charters of several Chapters. In most instances, this surrendering is a direct result of lack
of Masonic support of one form or another. In one instance, this lack of support bordered on a total
disregard of the Executive Officer, Lodge expectations and the Lodge Master. In other instances,
Advisory Boards have demonstrated an unwillingness to abide by DeMolay requirements and
regulations. In many instances, there is an almost complete apathy towards the youth members. The
end result in each of these instances is a loss of interest by the youth members of the Order and
unwillingness to invite others to join, both directly attributable to the members of our Fraternity. One
would have to wonder what the impression of Masonry is that these young men are developing.

Right Eminent Sir, thank you for the privilege of serving this Grand Commandery on the DeMolay

Committee. We sincerely hope that the current state of New Hampshire DeMolay does not ultimately
lead to the retirement of this Committee

Greetings to All Sir Knights,
Regalia:
1. Full Templar uniform is required, including sword, gloves (white or buff) and Chapeau (also).
a. Summer Uniform is authorized from Juriéttirough September 15
b. Mantle and Cap are NOT considered a summer uniform. They are authorized for use by Officers, and when
used with uniformity, by Guards/Escorts also as in Statutes of GEUSA; Chap. XX,Section 255; conferral
of, Red Cross, Knight of Malta and Order of the Té&mpOtherwise in accordance with Section 41 of the
Grand Encampment of Knights Templar, USA Constitution, 2003 Edition, Section 41 of POWERS AND
DUTIES, PARAGRAPH (i) and Sub. Para. A. Templar Mantle: 1;2;3;4;5: B. Templar Cap: 1;2;3: C.
Commandery Badg®. Sword & Scabbard: E. Sword & Sling.
c. Those others attending but not participating in an Annual Inspection, Drill, or Formation. Observers or
other nonparticipants are also permitted to wear them.
d. Honors & Awards Those Sir Knights eligible to wear tKaight York Cross of Honor (KYCH) Medallion
(The Medallion is NOT authorized for wear in a Knight Templar uniform.) may wear the BAR that is now
availablefor purchase. If worn, it shall be worn one (1) inch above the left breast pocket, nearest to the left
shoulder, in an even row with no separation when worn with the Veterans Bar, or centered when not. The
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Blue square shall be closest to temter of the chest. In the event that a Sir Knight is wearing the LONG
COAT, the THIRD BUTTON DOWN shall be the leveling point.

e. Jewels shall be worn on LEFT breast. They may be suspended from a holder/device or pinned to the Coat
using the top slit of the pocket as a guide in the following order with the senior jewel closest to center of
breast: Jewel of Office, meritorious jewel, badge of Commandery, Malta and Red Cross. The jewels of
office, if appropriate and Malta@mandatory.

4. Other Devices: Name plates and other jewels such as a Commemorative are to be worn centered on the RIGHT
breast, in line with the jewels on the left breast. If more than one row is required, the nameplate will be on top
andcentered. Jewels shall appear in accordance with the seniority of the issuing Jurisdiction beginning with
Grand Encampment. Authorized Medallions that are pined on will be placed one inch below and centered
beneath the nameplate or other desvia®rn on Right side.

5. Jewels of the Grand Commander and Past Grand Commanders shall be worn as described in Chapter XXI,

Section 258 of the Statutes.
6. Honorary Officers shall conform to the Statutes of Chapter XV; Retention of Rank; Section Zaréagyaphs

(c). (e) (1) (2) (3).
7. Constituent Commanderies and Membership:
a. Eminent Commanders will instruct their respective membership of the directives concerning UNIFORM

use as proscribed in the DIRECTIVE FOR OFFICERS.

b. Itis the responsibity of the Eminent Commander to insure that the Treasurer and Recorder have
maintained their respective records in an up to date and clear fashion. This action will enable an Officer
with authority to inspect said records at any period during the Tempéar Ye

c. Such records will be required to be presented at the SCHEDULED ANNUAL INSPECTION, even ifitis a

Sir Knight RICHARD BURDITT BALDWIN
Most Eminent Grand Master

Sir Knight Baldwin was born October 28, 1935, in Concord, Massachusetts, the son of David S. and
Hope W. Baldwin. A graduate ofSudbury High School, he attended the University of Massachusetts
where he received his Bachelor of Business Administration degree in 1957. He received a Master of
Science degree from George Washington University in 1974.

A career Army Officer, Sir Knight Bldwin retired from with the rank of Colonel. He had one son,
Rick, and two daughters, Jodie and Julie.
